	Background Information
	Creatively presents the author, historical information but is not overdone.

	Presents the analysis in a way that makes it understandable at a basic level.  Misses motivation, purpose, and/or stylistic elements.  Some material is inaccurate.  

	Presents a vague, or at times unclear analysis of the poem and does not encourage students to share in analysis / understanding.  
	

	Support / Specific Examples
	Creatively uses specific examples in the presentation which makes the analysis very easy to understand; connects to other works.


	Presents the examples/supports in the presentation which makes it understandable; connects to other works.
	Presents the examples / supports in the presentation but does not make connections to other works.
